MINUTES OF THE NORTHEASTERN PENNSYLVANIA LIBRARY ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

Director’s Report:

Cathy Schappert distributed two copies of the financial report, one for the fiscal year of 2005-2006 and one updated report from 7/1- 9/22.  Cathy stated that Bloomsburg will no longer be a member of NPLN.  

President’s Report:

William reported that Cathy will be stepping down as the Executive Director next year.   In the next two months, a strategic planning committee will be convened to assess how successful NPLN is regarding its current goal.  The purpose of NPLN will also be analyzed.  The importance and necessity of having an executive director will be addressed as well.

Committee Reports:

The automated and technical services committee met consisting of  Jennifer Luksa, Donna Ramos, Judy Tierney and Jane Wang.  Jennifer Luksa gave the report for the committee.  The committee agreed to wait for the meeting of the strategic planning committee to determine how this committee fits into the strategic planning for NPLN.

The continuing education committee was represented by Wayne Wheeler, co-chair.   The fall 2005 workshop was held on January 6, 2006.  This workshop, “Hire Smart Stay Smart” was held at Lackawanna College.  There were 22 paid registrations.  The spring 2006 workshop, “Hand in Hand” was held on June 15, 2006 at the University of Scranton.   There were 59 paid registrations and 69 in attendance.  Some future topics were attached to the fall workshop evaluation.  The next meeting of the continuing education committee will be in December.

Old Business and Announcements:

Bonnie Oldham reported that in January the records of Bible Baptist College and East Stroudsburg University were added to the union list of serials.  The records from Geisinger South Wilkes-Barre were removed.  Lackawanna College were added to the HLNET holdings.  In September,  Lackawanna College’s holdings were updated from May to appear properly in the union list of serials.  Bloomsburg University’s records were removed since they left NPLN.

Cathy Schappert complimented Bonnie on the excellent job she has done for maintaining the catalog.

New Business and Announcements:

The NPLN member’s directory needs to be updated.  The directory is on the NPLN website.  William Cronauer will email the director of each institution to make sure that the contact person is still correct and current.

With no other business to discuss, a motion was made by Gene Berger to adjourn the meeting.  This motion was seconded by Bonnie Strohl.
